Description of the Coaching Program

The Coaching Program is a partnership between The Learning Disabilities Association of Sudbury (LDAS), Laurentian University School of Education, Rainbow District School Board, Sudbury Catholic District School Board and Cambrian College. In the coaching program, education students will work one-on-one with a student who has been identified with a learning disability, offering support to address their learning challenges.   This program runs from October to March of each school year and take place in a Greater Sudbury Public Library.  It is organized through the LDAS and Laurentian University School of Education.

Education students will have 8 workshops on learning disabilities including the following:

--I Learn Differently

--Special Education in Ontario

--Learning Strategies
--Individual Education Plans

--Resiliency


--Differentiated and Personalized Instruction

--Assistive Technology
--Social Skills

What is a Coach???

· The coach is viewed as a mentor, a role model and a supportive friend.

· Coaching is an exercise in trust — “adopt a student”

· The coach provides guidance, motivation and instruction, helps student to become more self-aware, to possess a stronger sense of self and to become a more successful learner

Structure

· One-on-one coaching addressing the student’s IEP which includes identifying learning strengths, strategies for success and developing self-advocacy skills  

· 1.5 hour session with a 10-15 minute break

· One of the 13 branches of the Greater Sudbury Public Libraries or the CRC at Laurentian University 

Laurentian University Student Responsibilities

· Communicate promptly with parent/guardian and student, exchange phone numbers and e-mail addresses

· Arrange a time and library at which to meet, and keep that commitment

· Read the EDUC 0250 Pre-Practicum Placement handbook, and adhere to all guidelines

· Prepare for all meetings with the student, using the manual, or other resources as necessary

· Behave in a professional manner that reflects positively on both the education student and the School of Education

· Ensure you are never left alone with the student; thus meet in an open area in the library

· Share any personal information that may affect the success of the coaching sessions ie. allergies, sensitivities, eye sight etc.

Parent Responsibilities

· Support your child’s discovery of their personal learning potential

· Arrange for the student to be at the library at the agreed upon time

· Contact the coach if you are unable bring your child to the session, and arrange a make-up session, exchange phone numbers and e-mail addresses

· Ensure your child brings tools for success to each session. ie. reading, assignments, projects, other material 

· Arrange for the coach to see the most current IEP

· Share with your child’s coach any personal information that may affect the success of the coaching sessions ie. allergies, sensitivities, issues.

Student Responsibilities

· Come prepared to discover your learning potential

· Tools for success: bring reading material, projects or assignments to each coaching session

· Be on time for each session at the library

· Contact the coach if you are unable to attend the session and arrange a make-up session
